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LA BASE circular del monument
té quatre escalinates flanquejades,

THE BRONZE STATUE OF
COLUMBUS stands on a prince's
crown and half a sphere
reminding us of the newly
discovered part of the globe.
Columbus holds a navigational
chart in his left hand, and points
to the route to America with his
right.

THE CAPITAL features four bronze
statues which are allegories to
Europe, Asia, Africa and America.

THE COLUMN is made of cast
iron and is Corinthian in style. At
the base of the column there are
four decorative compositions in
bronze depicting a caravel flanked
by griffins holding up Barcelona's
coat of arms. Above them are the
four winged figures of Fame.

THE FOUR SCULPTURAL
GROUPS represent illustrious
Catalans who were connected in
some way with the discovery and
colonisation of America: Lluis de
Santangel, Jaume Ferrer de
Blanes, Captain Pere de Margarit
and Father Bernat de Boil.

THE EIGHT BRONZE
MEDALLIONS feature portraits
in profile, carved in relief, of the
other figures who played an
important role in the discovery:
King Ferdinand || of Catalonia
and Aragon (Ferdinand V of
Castile); Queen Isabella | of
Castile; Martin Alonso Pinzon;
Vicente Yafiez Pinzon; Andrés de
Cabrera, the Marquis of Moya;
Beatriz de Bobadilla, the
Marchioness of Moya; Father Juan
Pérez, prior of the Convent of La
Rabida and Father Antonio de
Marchena. The medallions are
suspended from chains.

THE PEDESTAL is in the shape
of a cross set into an octagon.
Four sides of the pedestal feature
allegorical sculptures representing
the kingdoms of Catalonia,
Aragon, Leon and Castile.

THE BAS-RELIEFS depict scenes
from Columbus’s life: Columbus
explaining his project to Father
Juan Pérez de Marchena;
Columbus being presented at the
court of the Catholic Monarchs in
Cordoba; Columbus before the
council gathered in the Convent
of San Esteban in Salamanca; the
Catholic Monarchs pledging their
support for Columbus in Santa Fe;
Columbus setting sail from the
port of Palos de Moguer (Huelva);
Columbus disembarking on the
island of Guanahani, on 12th
October 1492; and the Catholic
Monarchs receiving Columbus in
Barcelona after his first voyage.

THE BASE of the monument is
a circular structure and has four
staircases, each flanked by two
cast-jron lions.
